This past week in AWANA our verse of focus was
Ecclesiastes 3:1, “To everything there is a
season, a time for every purpose under heaven.”
The children and youth learned that things
happen in God’s time. And, that we all pass
through different seasons in our lives. They
embraced this idea. As | listened to discussions
that were happening in the various rooms | was
taken by the maturity our children and youth were
showing as they grasped a concept that is hard
for adults to wrestle with. And Matthew 18:3 came
to mind: And he said, “Truly I tell you, unless you
change and become like little children, you will
never enter the kingdom of heaven.”

Yes, | know the many ways to interpret this verse.
And depending on the day, | read it differently as
well. But on that day in that particular moment |
was struck by how eagerly the children embraced
this verse. Not just to memorize the words and
then quickly move on, but to truly learn what the
verse means and how to apply it in their lives.
When was the last time you eagerly dug into
Scripture? Not just to be able to cross it off of
your list of to-dos on a given day, but to see how
God is trying to speak to you?

As the seasons change, | encourage you to find a
way to change your relationship with God. Find a
way to grow closer to him. Join a study. Lead a
study. Explore a new form of Christian music you
have never listened to. Talk with the children and
youth of Asbury to see how God is at work in their
lives. Make this season in your life unlike any
season before.

That
lesson is that as we get older in years our body
changes, but we still have opportunities to teach
and serve. | like to think that when it comes to God,
| will be learning and serving in some way until he
calls me home. Whether I'm on wheels or walk,
sing or talk, | hope to always share the good news
of Christ and the promise of the Resurrection.
